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Have you ever had one of those moments when you
absolutely knew what you should do, what you should say, how you
should act—but then you stop and think about what someone might
think and you back away from doing what is right? When we were
younger we would call that “surrendering to peer pressure.” We would
do things all the time that we knew to be wrong, just so we would not
look “uncool.” Of course as we grew older, and became adults, we
outgrew this behavior—sure we did! It really is frustrating isn’t it?
